
High school boys, girls sweep Otsego, Oak Harbor

OAK HARBOR — Eastwood High School’s boys and girls track and field teams both 
defeated Otsego and Oak Harbor in a Northern Buckeye Conference tri meet Tuesday 
(April 28). 
The boys won 11 of the 17 events and scored 106 points to beat Oak Harbor with 42 and 
Otsego with 27. 
The girls won six events and totaled 84½ points to finish ahead of Oak Harbor with 49½ 
and Otsego with 41.  
 
BOYS RECAP 
Austin Miller, Ben Buehler and Hunter Lauer each won twice for Eastwood. 
Miller won the 200 in 23.80 and the 400 in 52.41. Buehler won the 800 in 2:09.33 and the 
1,600 in 4:52.59. Lauer threw 53-11 to win the shot put and 164-7 to win the discus. 
The Eagles’ other individual winners were: Oliver St. Louis, 3,200, 11:07.88; and Zach 
Mullholand, long jump, 19-2. 
Eastwood won three relays. 
The 4x200 team of Mullholand, Cody Hefflinger, Carsyn Jones and Collin Brogan won in 
1:32.65. 
The 4x400 team of Casen Henline, Josh Bingham, Hayden Cadaret and Miller won in 
3:48.51. 
The 4x800 team of Henline, St. Louis, Zach McClure and Scott McKenzie won in 9:04.81. 
 
GIRLS RECAP 
The Eagles won four individual events and two relays. 
Eastwood’s individual winners were: Josie Appelhans, 100, 12.95; Taylor Mangette, 
3,200, 13:08.02; Sophie Gillespie, 300 hurdles, 51.31; and Piper Sutton, pole vault, 9-0. 
The 4x400 team of Ava Majzun, Lauren Schuerman, Sophie Gillespie and Gabby Provo 
won in 4:13.85. 
The 4x800 team of Majzun, Brynn Sheets, Katelin Russell and Lilly Beckwith won in 
10:36.16. 
Foos jumped 5-2 to finish second in the high jump, matching her fourth-best height in 
school history from earlier this season. She’s in an eight-way tie for fourth all-time. 
 
GALLANT BREAKS SEATED 400 RECORD 
Eastwood’s Jenna Gallant broke her school record in the seated 400 at the Beavercreek 
High School PR Meet. 
She finished third in the 400 with a time of 3:03.01, breaking her record of 3:37.41 Friday 
(April 24) at the Eastwood Relays.  
Gallant competed in two other events at Beavercreek. She finished fourth in the 100 in 
36.55 and third in the shot with a throw of 9-0.
